DOCUMENTS REQUIRED

The following documentation is required for submission to the Embassy of Latvia in Washington, DC:

1. Passport
2. Application for a Residence Permit http://www.pmlp.gov.lv/en/pakalpojumi/residence/application.html 
3. Passport sized photo
4. Apostilled Fulbright Grant Agreement
(The copy of the Fulbright grant agreement must have an Apostille stamp on it to certify that the copy is authentic. For more info about Apostilles, please see http://www.state.gov/m/a/auth/c16921.htm)

5. If you send all the documents to the Latvian Embassy by post, please include a stamped, addressed envelope for the return of your passport.
You should hand-carry the following documents to Latvia:

· A copy of the Medical Insurance Card and insurance policy issued by the Fulbright Program to the grantee, which indicates your coverage while in Latvia.  
· If accompanied by a spouse (and/or dependants) - A copy of the medical insurance policy that covers them, including the benefits included and coverage limits.  Please note that the insurance must be valid throughout the length of their stay in the country. In order to qualify for a residency permit in Latvia, the total amount of coverage should be no less than 60 000 USD per person.  

· If the grantee ever served in the military, he or she will need an Apostilled Paper of Discharge.
· The results of a medical test for Tuberculosis (Chest X-ray).  All grantees and their dependents will have to take this test in Latvia. 

IF ANY DEPENDENTS ACCOMPANY FULBRIGHT GRANTEES:

The same rules apply to dependants, and they will be asked to complete the residence permit application process as well.  If your spouse/dependents are not U.S. citizens, please contact the U.S. Embassy in Riga or Latvian Embassy in Washington, DC right away for additional information/instructions. 

Dependants, who will spend more than 90 days in Latvia, must be listed in the Fulbright grant agreement, or they will have to pay for their residence permits.  The cost of a residence permit is approximately USD 130.  Please contact us immediately if your dependants plan to stay in country more than 90 days and they are not listed in the grant agreement.

Dependants will be asked to submit the following additional documentation along with the documents previously mentioned:

a) for a spouse: an Apostilled copy of the marriage license

b) for a child: an Apostilled copy of the child's birth certificate; 
Please note:  if your marriage license or your child’s birth certificates were not issued in the United States, please contact the U.S. Embassy in Riga or Latvian Embassy in Washington, DC right away, for additional information/instructions.

Please note: if grantee will be accompanied only by child during his/her stay in Latvia, a notarized official letter with an Apostille from grantees spouse (that she/he allows grantee’s daughter or son to live with the grantee for the grant time in Latvia) is required.

PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING ADVICE:

· You have to obtain all documents and Apostilles and submit these documents to the Embassy of Latvia in Washington, DC before you depart for Latvia.
