SUMMARY:  

The Office of Citizen Exchanges, Youth Programs Division, 

of the Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs (ECA) 

announces an amendment to the RFGP for the “Youth 

Ambassadors Program with South America” adding Haiti to the 

title of the announcement and including Haiti as a target 

country. 

 

Section I of this RFGP, under the “Project Options” 

heading, is amended to include a third option for Haiti.  

All other terms and conditions of the original solicitation 

remain the same. 

 

Option 3: Haiti (approximately $150,000) 

A single-country project for approximately 15-20 

participants from Haiti to travel to the United States in 
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summer 2014.  The U.S. Embassy (and/or an organization of 

its choosing) will manage the in-country activities of 

participant recruitment, selection, orientation, and 

follow-on activities.  Alternatively, the applicant may 

propose to collaborate with an organization with which it 

already has an established, long-standing partnership. If 

the latter, applicants must provide a detailed description 

of the partnership, including information on activities 

that have been conducted jointly to date, as well as a 

description of the partner’s role and responsibilities. The 

exchange for Haiti should include intensive English 

language workshops during the first week of the exchange to 

help students gain confidence in their speaking ability, 

ensure they receive maximum benefit from all other program 

content, and encourage English learning among their peers.
